the roller system, is the Barningham Mills, near Bury St. Edmunds,
which is owned by Mr. Walter Lingwood. Barningham is a small
village, close to the dividing border of Norfolk and Suffolk, and is
nine miles from [the nearest ‘railway station. The town m%,

Mr. #Walter ngwood, of whom we give an excellent portrait,
helongs to a Suffolk family, and was born at Battisford, in 1838,
 being one of fourteen children. His grandfather was a miller and
' built b mill at Needham Market, whete a brother of our subject
now resides. Two other brothers are also millers; so that the
Ling#oods may justly be called a milling family. In 1860,
Mr. Walter Lingwood went into’ business, at a steam/ aﬂ water
mill, at Bardwell, Suffolk, and in 1870 bought his presnn{; mill, &
steam mill, from Messrs. Fison & Co, of Bradford and Barningham.

.could hardly understand the successful wnrkmg of & mill 50
situated ; but the fact remaing that Mr. Lingwood, although having
to cart his coal and his foreign wheat, when he requires any, several

miles, does a very profitable trade, which, now that he has adopted -

the roller process, is rapidly extending. The mill, of course, was
originally built for grinding English wheat, being situate in the
midst of an excellent wheat-growing district, b

diminishing supply of native prodice, Mr. Inugwood, ‘like many
other country millers, has had to have recourse to foreign wheat :
to at least some extent, with the result that with his new roller

plant, Mr. Lingwood is able to supply the inhabitants of Barning-
ham and the surrounding Aistricts with just as good flour as that
obtainable from the big city mills.

bahsts a'very old church, with a Norman tower; and of which
church one of Mr. Lingwood's daughters is organist. He is also
ong of the trustees of the parish charities, now to be taken over by *
the Parish Council, and has, since 1885, been annually elected
President of the village reading room. From all this, it will be
seén that Mr. Lingwood is by no means an idle man; but, on the
contrary, is emhued with the laudable idea of doing the greatest
good to the greatest number.

Barningham Mill is situate in a very pleasant part of the
country, which is distinctly raral. As will be secn by our illustra~
tion, it is of the old wooden frame type, of two storeys, which is
not the most convenient kind of building in which to errect a

roller plant. Messrs. Robinson, however, have, by digging a pit,
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or basement, firmly cemented, made an excellent foundation for } ‘
the heavy machinery, the rolls being plaoed on&lhgktly raised |

The system is one of four breaks'and six reductions ; two
7 by 18 inch double roller mills performing the breaks, snd three
6 by 18 inch mills the reductions these roller 'mills are ﬁl&esd

18 inch reels, perform the dressing, and thme' complete the
equipment of the mill proper. The rolls are, we should adds
exhausted into a 12f6 “ Insurance ” ‘dust collector, which ‘allows
nothing to be lost.

There is, of course, the necessary wheat cleaning machinery,
which, as the great proportion of the wheat used is English, need
not be of a very elaborate character, xmd there are wooden bmu for
storing and “tempering " the wheat.

The mill is driven by an old fashioned beam engine’ ot SO-h.p oy
which also drives a pair of barley stones. i

The foregoing isa brief description of what we may call a typical
country mill, which affords another instance of the success which
attends energy and pluck on the part of country millers, Whatever
their position; it is, in fact, distinctly good to know that the
country miller with small power, can, by a judicious and not very
appalling outlay, obtain a plant to enable him to compete with his
big neighbours in the cities and ports. With regard to the products |
of this plant, which runs with extraordinary lightness, we maly
say that they compare very favourably with those of many larger
plants which we have seen. ;
